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AURICULAR CAUSATIVE DIAGNOSIS AND TREATMENT

Summary. Auricular Causative Diagnosis consists of finding the primary 
body system underlying the current symptom, as well as showing the potential 
organ at risk before any symptoms appear. The mapping of the ear follows the 
brain homunculus and as such, when an organ undergoes any problem, a 
signal is emitted to its brain area and then transmitted not only to the 
corresponding body part, but also to its counterpart on the auricle. The ear will 
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indicate this problem in the form of visual marks, similar to an anatomical 
problem showing up on an X-Ray. The stimulation of a defined auricular point 
will help to recover organ functions, release the symptom and prevent illness. 
This gives the key for the treatment and prevention of a great number of 
common conditions. 
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
