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DO WE RECOGNIZE HYPOGLYCAEMIA?

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Summary. Hypoglycemia is an emergent condition with diverse etiology requiring urgent 
diagnosis and treatment. It proceeds with disturbances in consciousness, focal neurological 
signs and symptoms, due to stimulation of the sympathoadrenal system. A medical history fo-
cused on diabetes and treatment with insulin or sulfonylureas are required. Further training of 
health professionals and patient relatives in detecting the clinical signs of hypoglycemia and 
ways of conducting for resolving/assisting this life-threatening condition is needed.
