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Abstract. Fever of unknown origin (FUO) is an interesting medical problem. The solving of this condition requires a profound and 
diverse medical knowledge in the  elds of infectious diseases, rheumatology, oncology, nuclear medicine and others. The causes of FUO 
are more than 200 diseases wherefore the existence of diagnostic algorithm is signi  cant and practical. The aim of the study is to present 
the  rst Bulgarian diagnostic protocol in case of fever of unknown origin.
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
